LITURGICAL NOTE: Christ the King Sunday is 100 years old this year!

Today we celebrate “Christ the King” Sunday, signaling the culmination of the year in Christian churches around the world. As we do each Sunday, we proclaim Christ as “God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God”—the sole sovereign of the universe—whose reign we await in its fullness at the end of time. But today is special.

This year marks the 100th celebration of “Christ the King” Sunday, after its establishment by Pope Pius XI, as a feast day for Roman Catholics. It didn’t take long for its observance to spread to other Christian traditions as its message was so timely. 

In 1925, when the pope instituted this feast day, the world was still reeling from the twin tragedies of a world war and an influenza pandemic in the decade prior. In its wake, a new and uncertain world was rising as people were drawn to bow down before “lords” of exploitative consumerism, rising nationalism, growing secularism, and a shift to urbanization and industrialization. 

In the struggle for political power after WWI, fascism was on the rise worldwide and, notably for the pope, in 1925, Italy’s Benito Mussolini proclaimed himself dictator and supreme leader (“Il Duce”), and began suppressing citizens’ rights and freedoms. The Pope responded by instituting a day to remind Christians that we have only one king to whom we give our deepest loyalty; his name is Jesus—and he alone is “Lord of lords” and “King of all” as we sing in today’s closing hymn. In the encyclical he issued establishing this day, Pope Pius wrote that he envisioned “a dominion by a King of Peace who came to reconcile all things, who came not to be served but to serve.” Under Christ’s Lordship, we are heirs of God’s Kingdom, with all the Communion of Saints—in service.

And that is something to celebrate! Happy Christ the King Sunday!
