An article in the Helena Independent Record summarized our event:

The second annual Heart of Helena Art Auction was held April 10 at the Helena
Civic Center.

The auction sponsored by St. Peter’s Episcopal Cathedral helps support some
nonprofit service organizations in the Helena community. All proceeds will
benefit these organizations and St. Peter’s Cathedral Capital Campaign Fund.
There were 265 pieces of art and more than 100 were sold, said Darien Scott, a
member of the Heart of Helena committee.

She said dozen gift baskets that had been donated were sold in the live auction.

Cathedral Tree Replacement Project

Our Memorial Garden/Columbarium entrance will
soon have a new look. The front two non-fruiting
apple trees near the Park Avenue sidewalk have
reached the end of their lives and will be replaced
by new younger trees of the same variety. The trunk
of tree closest to Diocesan House is rotten and
active cracking has appeared (see photo below). We
have worked with an area Arborist for options and
since our original meeting with him, the tree has
continued to fail further, requiring action and
replacement this Summer. The other tree, though
not as problematic, will need to be replaced as well.

With approval from the Chapter and Memorial
Garden/Columbarium Committee Chair (Laura
Brown) the trees will be removed and replaced with
their new version - they will have the Summer to
take root and prepare for Winter. It is expected that
they will bloom in Spring 2026, otherwise they will
be replaced through a one-year warranty. We hope
to welcome our new trees during a portion of our
outside service. The tree replacement project will
be funded through the Columbarium fund however,
if you have a special calling to support the effort,
please let us know.

Our Story

When you next tread the staircase between the vestibule
and the undercroft, pause a moment on the landing to
read through the two “Rolls of Service” hanging on the
wall. The rolls list the women and men from St. Peter’s
who served in World Wars | and Il. Six of the names have a
gold star affixed next to them indicating they made the
ultimate sacrifice in their military service. One of the
starred names is “Harrell Harris Hibbard” who was born in
Helena in 1895.

Throughout his youth, Helena newspapers documented
Harrell’s social and athletic activities including a supper at
“Miss Sieben’s” (Margaret Sieben, whom his older brother
married in August 1917), praise for his “cool and heady”

basketball playing, his “splendid” portrayal as a “young city gentleman” in the senior
class play and addressing the lower classes at HHS’ 1912 graduation.

Hibbard’s leadership qualities continued to emerge at Montana State College in
Bozeman where he was elected President of the Booster Club which had been
founded several years earlier. The Club was “the one organization where all the male
students of the College can get together to boost the Institution..” He graduated with
an agriculture degree in 1916.

In June 1917, Hibbard resigned from his Union Bank and Trust clerk position in Helena
and enlisted in the USMC. He trained at Mare Island, California, was stationed in San

Diego and then received orders for the US Naval Reserve Flying Corps at MIT. He was

selected as lieutenant commander for his 699-man unit in Boston in early 1918.

But on Tuesday, March 12th, 1918, his parents received word in Helena that Harrell
was hospitalized with pneumonia at the Naval Hospital Boston in Chelsea,
Massachusetts. John and Matie Hibbard hurriedly boarded an evening train from
Helena for the East Coast. Over the next three days, Helena newspapers published
daily reports on his “slightly encouraging” condition and that he had an “even
chance” to survive. Tragically, however, Harrell died late Sunday afternoon, March
17th, the “third Helena boy within 10 days to give his life for his country” according
to the Independent Record. His parents had arrived at his bedside the previous
morning.

The bereaved parents accompanied their son’s body on a train returning to Helena,
arriving at the Northern Pacific station at 8.45 AM on Saturday, March 23rd. Hibbard’s
fellow Masons from the Morning Star Lodge escorted the body to the Masonic Temple
on Broadway and Jackson to lie in state for several hours. Then, shortly before 1.45
PM, his casket “covered over with the Stars and Stripes and blooms grown from
Montana soil” was transported several blocks north to St. Peter’s Church on Warren
where the Right Rev. William F. Faber officiated the funeral. Harrell Harris Hibbard
was buried in Forestvale Cemetery.

The historical record is not clear on the cause of his death, however. The official military
record notes pleurisy as the cause while the newspapers describe Hibbard’s iliness as
pneumonia. Like pneumonia, however, pleurisy can be caused by influenza and the first wave
of the pandemic occurred in March 1918 at Camp Funston in Kansas. One medical
historian/physician notes that “By early March 1918, there were hundreds of cases and many
deaths at this very large—over 50,000 soldiers—induction and training camp.... soldiers
departed by the thousands to military camps across the US and eventually on to Europe...”
Was young Hibbard an early victim of the pandemic’s first wave or was his contagion simply
a horrible coincidence? It is impossible to know.

Although Hibbard had no children, his St. Peter’s legacy nonetheless continues one-hundred

and seven years after his death as two of his grand-nephews and one great grand-nephew
are parishioners. At Harrell's funeral, Bishop Faber eulogized him and his ”..fidelity as a
churchman and a patriot, recalling that a few short two years ago, he had been confirmed at
the chancel rail of this church.” And so, his descendants approach that same brass rail for
communion today, as it was incorporated into the “new” St. Peter’s from the old Warren

Street one in 1932.

Treasurer’s Update

In January 2025, St. Peter’s Chapter approved the Calendar Year 2025 budget. Presented at
the January 2025 Annual Meeting, this budget reflected income of $385,476 and anticipated
expenses of $408,820, resulting in a projected deficit of $23,344. This presumed that we would
have a new Dean by 1 April 2025.

I have revised the budget to “presume” we will have a new Dean starting on 1 September 2025.
Please note this is an “assumption” for budgeting purposes. We hired an Interim Rector on 24
April, and that expense has been included in the revised budget estimate. Based on income
and expenditures through the end of May, an Income of $384,114 and anticipated expenses of
$381,559, resulting in a projected surplus of $2,554 on 31 December 2025.

The significant changes in the expenses are 1) reduction in the new Dean compensation
assuming” a 1 September start date, 2) addition of the Interim Rector’s salary, and 3) an
increase in building maintenance (for both the Cathedral and Wilson Hall) of $40,000 (as
approved by the Chapter) to address deferred maintenance issues described by the Junior
Warden.

I will provide a detailed revised budget on 30 June 2025. As always, | am prepared to discuss
the details of income and expenses with you.
