LITURGICAL NOTE

Some of you noted to us that as the Season after Pentecost unfolds, we’ve used varying texts in The Great Thanksgiving (aka the Eucharistic Prayer). This is the prayer the priest offers aloud at the altar—on behalf of all—after our gifts of bread, wine, and money are brought forward. Together during this prayer, we consecrate bread and wine; and after it, together, we receive Christ’s body and blood.

The 1979 Book of Common Prayer (BCP) provides six Eucharistic Prayers, each with a somewhat different focus, so that as we move through the church year we also shift emphasis on varying aspects of the mystery of God. Some prayers are almost direct descendants of the original prayer in the Church of England’s (our Mother Church’s) first BCP (1549); one has roots in an even more ancient tradition (Prayer D); and one was drafted anew (Prayer C) for the 1979 BCP. Some examples:
· Eucharistic Prayer A (BCP, 361) focuses on the mystery of the cross and resurrection, so is used in Lent and Easter and on some Sundays during the “green seasons,” the seasons after The Epiphany and after Pentecost (when the changing liturgical color is green). We’re in the Season after Pentecost now, and you have participated in this prayer several times recently;
· Eucharistic Prayer B (BCP, 367), has a focus on the mystery of the Incarnation, making it particularly apt for Advent and Christmas, and again, sometimes in the “green seasons”; depending on Sunday’s scriptural and preaching focus. We have used this prayer recently, too. 
· Eucharistic Prayers 1 and 2 (BCP, 333 and 340) focus on Our Lord’s suffering and on human sinfulness, an emphasis that reflects the medieval Eucharistic theology of the Roman Church—from which Anglicanism was born. 

The Episcopal Church also provides Eucharistic Prayers in the first volume of its Enriching Our Worship (EOW) series. This series, which began publication in the 1990s, is offered to broaden and deepen our worship experience. It reflects the church’s reclaiming of its grounding in ancient theology and common worship, and name our understanding of the Church as a people redeemed and reborn in Christ; a people who dwell on a planet enlivened by the diverse mysteries of God’s good creation. To expand our vocabulary of prayer, the EOW liturgies also recover ancient biblical and early-church images of the Triune God, to remind us that the mystery of God transcends all categories of knowing. 

As we approach the culmination of the Season after Pentecost with “Christ the King” Sunday (November 23), St. Peter’s has incorporated into our liturgical mix Eucharistic Prayer 2 from EOW1 (p. 60) (EOW1 is available free online by searching “enriching our worship vol 1 pdf.”) Prayer 2’s language is especially suitable for Baptism (we’ve celebrated four recently!) with its reminder that in Christ we are a new creation. And in the lead-up to “Christ the King” Sunday, this prayer’s breadth of imagery recalls the incomprehensible mystery of God-in-Christ at work “over the whole earth” and among “every tribe and language and people and nation” (62). We used this prayer today!

The Episcopal Church has opted not to publish a new single-volume BCP (1500+ pages!). So, the liturgies in the EOW series have instead been incorporated into our official definition of the Book of Common Prayer. Over the past decade, our elected General Convention deputies: Lay persons, Deacons, Priests—and Bishops of the Church have conducted hundreds of churchwide public hearings and educational offerings. These culminated in the EOW texts’ authorization for the same broad use as is enjoyed by the Book of Common Prayer texts. EOW is now, officially, defined as a part of the BCP.

We hope this helps put these “new” texts into a larger context. As always—ask your clergy questions! We love them! And—good news—beginning after the holidays, after worship once a month we’ll have time together just for listening and learning about the cathedral’s—and the Episcopal Church’s— liturgies and worship. We hope you’ll be a part of these conversations.
