Give him an inquiring and discerning heart, the courage to will and to persevere, a spirit to know and to love you, and the gift of joy and wonder in all your works. Amen.

Then the priest marks his forehead with the sign of the cross, using Chrism, and saying 

Thomas Child of God, you are sealed by the Holy Spirit in Baptism and marked as Christ’s own for ever. Amen.

LITURGICAL NOTE: What is Holy Baptism?

Holy Baptism and Holy Eucharist are the two great sacraments Christ gives to his Church. “Holy Baptism is full initiation by water and the Holy Spirit into Christ’s Body the Church. The bond which God establishes in Baptism is indissoluble” (Book of Common Prayer 298). During the rite of Holy Baptism, after the act of baptism itself, the priest anoints the newly baptized with oil and says, “You are sealed by the Holy Spirit in Baptism and marked as Christ’s own forever” (BCP 309). “… marked as Christ’s own forever” …. There may be no words more beautiful to the Christian’s ear.

In case of emergency, any baptized person may administer Baptism (BCP 313), but because it is such an important and joyful occasion, the Baptism is, whenever possible, celebrated within the bounds of the church’s rites, in the arms of the gathered community. 

There are six occasions the Episcopal Church deems especially appropriate for Holy Baptism and one of those is All Saints’ Day (BCP 312). (All Saints’ Day, Nov. 1, is an occasion to celebrate all Christians, from all times. It also may be celebrated on the Sunday after Nov. 1—which is today!) All Saints’ Day is particularly apt for celebration of Holy Baptism, because Baptism is reception into the communion of saints, which is the body of all Christians past, present, and future. Just as the Church understands every Eucharistic feast as a banquet that unites—in a single sacramental liturgy—those who dwell in heaven and those who dwell on earth, Holy Baptism also transcends earthly time. The sacraments unite us in kairos time, God’s time of eternity.

You can find more of the Episcopal Church’s invitation to learning about the sacrament of Holy Baptism in The Catechism, in the BCP, particularly on pages 857-858 … well worth your time!

Q: What are the sacraments?
A: The sacraments are outward and visible signs of inward and spiritual grace, given by Christ as sure and certain means by which we receive that grace. 

Q: What is grace?
A: Grace is God’s favor towards us, unearned and undeserved; by grace God forgives our sins, enlightens our minds, stills our hearts, and strengthens our wills.

Q: What are the two great sacraments of the Gospel?
A: The two great sacraments given by Christ to his Church are Holy Baptism and the Holy Eucharist.

Q: What is Holy Baptism? 
A. Holy Baptism is the sacrament by which God adopts us as his children and makes us members of Christ’s Body, the Church, and inheritors of the kingdom of God. 

Q: What is the outward and visible sign in Baptism?
A: The outward and visible sign in Baptism is water in which the person is baptized in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.

Q: What is the inward and spiritual grace in Baptism?
A: The inward and spiritual grace in Baptism is union with Christ in his death and resurrection, birth into God’s family the Church, forgiveness of sins, and new life in the Holy Spirit.
